
Filter Replacement Instructions 
 
1. Shut off the water supply 
2. Release the water pressure by turning on the tap 
3. Grasp existing filter and remove by rotating left until it 

stops, then pull down releasing it from the filter head 
4. Align replacement filter guide channels with the corre-

sponding posts of the filter head 
5. Insert the filter upward until it fully seats into the head, 

then rotate right until it stops 
6. Flush the system for 5 minutes before use
